The Downtown BIZ has been appreciative of the City’s” support for the continuation of the
Outreach Program for 2010.

Helping over 3200 intoxicated people off the downtown streets and into safer environments has
been beneficial to our BIZ members, the general public, many downtown social service providers
and organizations, as well as all levels of government.

Lives have been saved, scarce police and emergency resources re-allocated to more serious
issues, and a community based tool to better manage this social issue has been provided and
proven to be effective.
